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Dear parents/carers,
In our English class, we’re now starting Unit 6 of Kid’s Box. The topic of the unit is Dinner time. We’re learning about food and we’re also joining in with a song. We’re finding out about good and bad food and where food comes from. Your child is continuing to learn English through stories, chants and listening and speaking activities.

In this unit, your child will learn:
· To name foods: bread, water, milk, juice, chicken, eggs, chips, rice
· To join in with a song about food
· To ask and answer questions about food: What’s this? It’s chocolate cake. What are these? They’re chips.
· To ask politely for different foods: Can I have (some bread), please? Here you are.
· To say the /tʃ/ sound (chicken, kitchen)
· To read a story and review language from the unit
· To ask and answer questions about where food comes from: Where is milk from? Animals.
· To listen to people describing different meals and talk about good, bad and favourite food

To help your child progress, you can do the following:
- Practise key words from the unit using food items in your kitchen: bread, water, milk, juice, chicken, eggs, chips, rice. 
- Listen to the unit song with your child. This is available to download on the website.
- Ask your child to identify where the food in your kitchen comes from. He/She says, for example, Eggs are from animals.
